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Programme Rationale & Aims

This certificate programme is designed to give students a foundation in linguistics — the
scientific study of language and its roles in communication. The linguistics elements of the
programme provide students with conceptual, theoretical and analytical skills which will
enable them to reflect on and analyse structural, functional and communicative features of
language. A distinctive feature of this programme is that it provides an opportunity to study
areas of applied linguistics.
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Entry Criteria

BA degree or equivalent; other qualifications may be considered, if you have relevant
professional/personal experience.

If English is not your first language, you will need an English language qualification (IELTS 6.5
or equivalent) completed within the last two years, unless you can provide evidence that
you have completed a degree at an English-speaking university.

All candidates will be asked to complete a short admissions task and will normally attend an
interview.

Language Structure and Use (level 6) module. These will run over the first two terms only.
