The programme offers an opportunity to explore the interface between criminal law and 
criminal justice from a multi-disciplinary perspective. It is designed for the student with 
some academic or practical background knowledge in criminal law or criminal justice, 
interested in exploring and developing new critical perspectives on major contemporary 
national and international debates in these areas. Studying part-time in the evening makes 
the course particularly attractive to criminal justice and legal professionals and 
practitioners.

• To provide a distinctive platform for undertaking studies in and researching CLCJ 
through an engagement with the humanities as well as social science theory and 
methods.  

• To develop an academic and academic informed vocational study of criminal law and 
criminal justice.
