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Programme Rationale & Aims

Urbanisation and its impacts are critical challenges of the 21t Century impacting on the way

of life and livelihoods of more than half the population of the planet. The aim of this new

programme is to respond to the need for complex and interdisciplinary approaches to

understanding the city and urbanisation, uniquely bringing together the strengths of urban

research and teaching in Birkbeck’s schools of Arts and SSHP. This combined approach will

give BBK visibility and a competitive advantage in the field of Urban Studies programmes in

the London, and UK, HE market as there is currently a gap in terms of addressing urban

studies through arts and social science (the focus of most existing programmes in

competitor institutions being on urban policy, governance, planning and architecture).

In bringing together the specialisms of cities teaching and research across the schools of

Arts and SSHP, this programme aims to provide students with a variety of disciplinary and

theoretical approaches to understanding cities, extending from the ancient to the

contemporary, political to cultural, the aesthetic to geographical. After completing a core

module, students will be able to choose modules according to their interest in a particular

discipline, including: cultural studies, visual studies, linguistics, comparative literatures and

cultures, history, geography, incorporating a range of political perspectives and as well as

historical periods. It is structured in a way which is responsive and adaptable to the

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interests of students, tapping into our multiple areas of expertise to offer research-led
teaching in a variety of formats including seminars and field trips.

Through engaging with high-quality teaching and skills development embedded in the
programme, students will be able to enhance employability, including : analysing the latest
research on governance, sustainability, design, socio-economics, policy, practices and cultures
of cities; ability to research, apprehend and articulate an understanding of wider contexts, long
term implications and historical influences related to the city and urbanisation; the capacity to
design and deliver independent research including a critical analysis of a variety of sources of
data; consideration of multiple perspectives in a debate, and challenging assumptions and
beliefs; understanding dynamics of cultural diversity, including being able to work within
culturally diverse and multilingual spaces and situations; understanding the consequences of
human intervention in urban spaces, including urban design and environmental impacts;
capacity to recognize the importance of ethical issues in research and policy; recognition and
application of the contributions of urban research to civil society.

These skills are a necessary attribute for students seeking employment, or already employed, in
local and national government, urban planning, housing NGOs and community organisations,
civil service and private sector consultancies, and international NGOs working on issues of
habitat and urban redevelopment. Finally, the programme provides excellent preparation for
those whose ultimate goal is to pursue a PhD in cities as an interdisciplinary field.
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Entry Criteria

Minimum 2:2 in an undergraduate or equivalent cognate field of study. Other fields will be
considered at the discretion of the programme director.

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Learning, teaching and assessment methods

Most teaching will take place in small teacher-led seminar groups which promote active
student participation. As well as allowing students to gain subject specific knowledge, both
the core and option modules will encourage the development of research and study skills
such as critical thinking, analysis, reasoning and the ability to consider and solve complex
problems. The second part of each lecture in the core module (‘Understanding the City’) will
be dedicated to introducing students to a range of research methods (e.g. ethnography,
textual and visual analysis, GIS) and study skills (including dissertation preparation, library
and database facilities, referencing, communicating research in alternative formats e.g.
blogs). Option modules also include field trips as a form of teaching, developing research
methods and skills in the field.

Assessment for the core module and all options is primarily course work in diverse formats
including academic essays, literature reviews, annotated bibliographies, field work reports,
methods case studies, and blogs.
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Programme Description

This programme allows students to explore the city from a variety of perspectives while
developing a theoretical grounding and skills development for postgraduate level study.
Students will take a compulsory 30 credit module (‘Understanding the City’) with the
teaching of research methods and study skills embedded in the second half of each week’s
lecture. They can then choose to focus on a pathway of their interest, choosing three
modules from an array of options from across the schools of Arts and SSHP. Finally, they will
complete a 60-credit dissertation (12000-15000 words).
