International entry requirements:

If English is not your first language or you have not previously studied in English, our usual
requirement is the equivalent of an International English Language Testing System (IELTS
Academic Test) score of 6.5, with not less than 6.0 in each of the sub-tests.

If you don't meet the minimum IELTS requirement, we offer pre-sessional English courses,
foundation programmes and language support services to help you improve your English
language skills and get your place at Birkbeck.

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Learning Outcomes

Provides a thorough understanding of the key areas of accounting and finance for non-
accounting graduates.

On completion, students will be able to understand, apply and critically assess a wide range
of accounting and financial theories.

Students will learn and apply the relevant techniques in each subject area.
Strong emphasis will be placed on analysis and interpretation using case study and live
company analysis.
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Learning, teaching and assessment methods

A 3-hour session each week aims to introduce students to the particular topic as well as to
encourage them to get the required knowledge of the specific finance/investment area.

Consistent with the higher education at postgraduate level, lectures introduce and highlight
the material but are not aimed to cover all the aspects related to the topic. Students are
expected to read and prepare for lectures and to discuss whatever is necessary in the class.

The second part of the session is typically a seminar designed to solve questions or discuss
cases or empirical studies related to the area of interest. Students are asked to prepare for
these materials so they can engage with lecturer.

For assessment short tests, written examinations, coursework, and group work: minimum
pass mark of 50%.

Students take eight compulsory modules plus a 12,000-word dissertation on any area of
accounting or finance.
