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Admissions requirements 

A second class honours degree (2:2 or above) in a related area, or relevant experience 
combined with an adequate academic background (subject to interview). 

We welcome applicants without traditional entry qualifications as we base decisions on our own 
assessment of qualifications, knowledge and previous work experience. We may waive formal 
entry requirements based on judgement of academic potential. 

Course aims 

This programme will provide advanced training in critical perspectives on a broad range of 
issues in political communication, including campaign and media effects, misinformation, 
comparative media systems, civic technologies. This will be done by delivering a diverse and 
inclusive curriculum across the core and optional modules, highlighting the contributions of 
scholars form structurally underrepresented groups in the field, as well as underrepresented 
fields of research such as political communication in the Global South.   

Our selection of modules will showcase methodological innovation in political communication 
research, such as digital trace data, natural language processing, experimental methods, media 
ethnography, and will discuss ‘decolonial’ research methods. Students will thus be encouraged 
to embrace methodological diversity to interrogate the theory and practice of political 
communication.

How you will learn  

Your learning and teaching is organised to help you meet the learning outcomes (below) of the 
course. As a student, we expect you to be an active learner and to take responsibility for your 
learning, engaging with all of the material and sessions arranged for you. 

Each course is divided into modules. You will find information on the virtual learning site

Your learning for this course will be organised around the activities outlined below.: 

Teaching on this course is a combination of lectures (pre-recorded) and seminars. Lectures are 
designed to provide you with an outline or overview of the topic, to engage you with the material 
and direct you to other resources. They are a springboard for your own learning. Seminars are 
group sessions where you will be asked to contribute to discussion or group work around the 
topic, with material set in advance for which you need to prepare. 
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How we will assess you 

The course will use a variety of assessment methods. Assessment is used to enhance your 
learning rather than simply to test it. For most of the modules associated with this course, your 
assessment will mainly be through essays and online examinations (usually completed at home 
or in a workspace in college), but may also involve short written exercises, quizzes and 
multiple-choice questionnaires, practical assessments, case studies, or problems to solve. 

Learning outcomes (what you can expect to achieve) 

‘Learning outcomes’ indicate what you should be able to know or do at the end of your course. 
Providing them helps you to understand what your teachers will expect and also the learning 
requirements upon which you will be assessed. 

At the end of this course, you should be able to: 

• Demonstrate a broad understanding of issues and methodologies in political 
communication research;  

• Apply advanced concepts and methodologies in political communication research to 
critically analyse current issues in British and global politics, political behaviour, digital 
democracy, and other fields;  

• Understanding of the main approaches to research design, the purpose of quantitative 
and qualitative methodologies in the generation of scientific knowledge;  

• employ the analytical, evaluative and critical skills developed in addressing problems 
presented in other academic and non-academic work settings   

• demonstrate the ability to conduct an independent research project   

• obtain and analyse information from a wide array of sources.
